Publication 800-181 CyberSecurity Workforce Framework Categories that include 
Securely Provision (SP), Operate and Maintain (OM), Protect and Defend (PR). 
 
Eligibility 
Open to active SkillsUSA members enrolled in programs focused on computer 
maintenance technology, computer networking, and security, or information technology 
services. 
 
Regional Competition 
Exam Duration:  2 hours 
 
Students will compete in this ​competition live on January 30, 2021​.  ​Students 
should be ready at their scheduled time. The contestant ​schedule will be emailed to the 
advisor/contestants by Friday, December 11, 2020. Changes cannot be made to 
scheduled time slots. 
 
Knowledge Exam 
The exam will be a computer-based knowledge exam administered digitally. 
Competencies evaluated on the written exam are congruent with those evaluated on the 
newest release of the Security+ Certification exam. The exam will have several 
scenarios that demonstrate a contestant’s entry-level employment skills selected from 
the list of competencies as determined by the SkillsUSA Championships technical 
committee.
