Contest Description

This contest is open to active SkillsUSA members enrolled in Career and Technical
Education (CTE) with media technology and/or news broadcasting programs. This
contest is comprised of four student members; two students serve as the news anchor
team, one student will serve as the team’s director/technical director and one student
will serve as the floor director. Each team will prepare a news rundown, write, produce
and perform a three-minute newscast as if it were live. Teams are evaluated on their
broadcast writing ability, voice quality, diction, timing, pacing and on-camera
performance techniques. Contest entrants are required to submit an individually
personalized resume. A 100 question multiple-choice written test on Broadcast News
terminology, history and production techniques will be given at the Regional level. This
contest is NOT a live event and will be conducted ONLINE via the SkillsUSA CA
website.

Regional Competition

SkillsUSA Attire, Team Interviews and
1-Minute Production Position Videos are not required for Regionals. Each team is
responsible for a properly formatted upload submission with a project file, all needed
materials and personalized individual resumes in a Team Number labeled PDF
Notebook (submitted virtually). All contest requirements are completed in advance
of the judging dates and uploaded on a given submission date to your offsite
providers. There will be no entries or uploads accepted outside of the contest
deadlines.

Demonstration Videos and resumes must be submitted to SkillsUSA California by
January 23, 2021.

The contest prompt will be posted by Friday, December 4th.

ELIGIBILITY
Open to a team of four active SkillsUSA members enrolled in career and technology programs
with media technology and or news broadcasting as part of the curriculum.

d. Music Releases, License information and Copyright forms for all sounds and/or music used
are also submitted inside the virtual production notebook
e. An offsite provider to upload the entire final newscast project to on the submission date
f. Any and all computers, Internet, newscast equipment and software needed** to complete



the final project submission for proper format uploaded to the team’s offsite provider

SCOPE OF THE CONTEST

This contest for SkillsUSA CA will emulate the National SkillsUSA Technical Standards. The contest
assesses skills through the development, design and delivery of a newscast production in a
simulated environment. Each team shall be comprised of four student members from the same
school and same division. Two students will serve as the news anchors (talent), one student will
serve as the team’s director/technical director in the control room, and one student will serve as
the studio floor director.

This contest has four portions: A Virtual Production Notebook* assignment to be completed by
the team, a 3-minute newscast recorded as if it were live, an individually personalized resume for
each team member is required and a 100 question industry-based written test*** taken by each
team member for this Regional competition. The four test results will be averaged together to
create points on the score sheet.

NEWSCAST SCRIPT

Contestants will create typed scripts detailing their plans for the skill performance newscast.
Scripts must match the produced newscast. A digital copy of the script must be included in the
virtual notebook submitted by the deadline.

Note for Virtual Competitions: Contestants may not be required to perform all the standards and
competencies listed in this section. However, contestants should be prepared to perform various
components in all areas. Prior to the competition, the Technical Committee may determine which
standards and competencies contestants will be perform for the virtual contests. The Technical
Committee will determine if additional information is needed for contestants prior to the
competition. These changes will be posted on the SkillsUSA CA website as contest updates at:

SKILLS CONTEST GUIDELINES

1. Each contestant will work within their team and talent/interviewees to produce their project.
No Advisors or outside help are allowed to participate in project product

2. Teams will be provided with the News Copy (prompt) in advance of the Regional competition.
Your team will write, produce and complete a three-minute newscast as if it were live

3. On-air news anchors (talent) will be responsible for appropriate on-camera attire. Official
SkillsUSA Competition Clothing is recommended but NOT required

4. The assignment will consist of the following:

a. Each team will receive identical “News Copy” from various wire services and networks
posted under the Broadcast News Production contest on the CA SkillsUSA website prior
to the Regional competition. Contestants will develop their newscasts, scripts, rundowns
and live production from this information. Contestants will review wire service stories
and videos and then as a team, determine the content for the newscast with a balance
of international, national, regional/local news and sports stories

b. Each team will submit a copy of both the script and rundown inside the virtual
production notebook to the judges to follow along during the viewing. Scripts will be
saved as Microsoft Word with rundowns saved as Microsoft Excel, in PC formatted files

c. Additional submissions within the virtual notebook will include a Team Number labeled
cover page, releases, license agreements, resumes, signed Contest Considerations forms
and a news set layout diagram*



d. B-Roll may be gather on news services and other information sources as needed
e. The additional 1-minute team member performance assignment videos are NOT
necessary for Regional competition
5. The judges will score contestants on their demonstrated ability to perform jobs and skills as
listed in the National SkillsUSA Technical Standards and competencies on the contest score
sheet
6. The Broadcast News production will be performed live and recorded (as it would be seen on
TV or the Internet) and submitted (along with all other files) to the SkillsUSA CA website as a
file link from an offsite provider
7. All submissions must be recorded with quality production picture and sound
8. All slates will contain the title and team number ahead of production content. Slates will be
no longer than :05 seconds followed by :05 seconds of Black/Silence. Slates and end credits
are excluded from the total running time
9. The video file format must be a 16X9 HD 1920x1080 Full-Frame picture at either 24p or 59.94i,
with standard video & stereo audio levels. It must be an accepted standard for your provider
and play error free during a download or live streaming by the judges. You must double-check
your posting as there will be no second chances or make goods allowed for bad renders or
mistakes posting after the project deadline
10. Make sure to fill out the contest entry form at the SkillsUSA CA website
11. There will be no entries or uploads accepted outside of the contest deadlines

SCORING
Will focus on:
a. Professional-grade broadcast news production based on the National SkillsUSA
Technical Standards
b. Quality & abilities of the news anchors (talent) and the entire newscast team
c. Conveyance of the subject, theme and information to the viewer
d. Writing, creativity and understanding of the main script & news copy
e. Organization and completeness of the Team Number labeled Virtual Production Notebook*
f. A 100 question written test***
g. Ability to follow all instructions posted for this contest

SUBMISSIONS

1. All completed written contest entries must be submitted in a Team Number labeled Virtual
Production Notebook* with a cover sheet and contents as indicated below. Also enclose
resumes and signed Contest Consideration sheets in the virtual notebook

2. All entries must be submitted by the posted deadline date for the Regional contest. All entries
are final and there are no exceptions. All entries become the property of SkillsUSA CA

3. Make sure all submissions playback properly after uploading and that all information is valid
before any submissions are made to SkillsUSA CA. Also post the contest submission links to
the SkillsUSA CA website for proper screening and judging of all entries

4. Failure to meet requirements or make virtual notebook submissions above will result in loss of
points or disqualification

5. No team interviews by judges will be necessary for Regional virtual competition



ExXAMPLE NEWS COPY: (Not to be used for competition)

News happens all over the world 24/7 and can be seen or reported by anyone around the world
via satellite, radio and the internet. Breaking news information can be exported to the public
very quickly or at a snail’s pace, depending on the gathering methods of the news service and
story details. This seems like an endless amount of raw data and opportunities created for
anyone wanting to be a reporter, writer, producer, editor, etc. for any news or broadcast
agency.

It is because of software and electronics that we are now able to communicate easier, faster and
further without the limitations of times past. With everything that seems to be an improvement
in life, this recent technology boom has created other unforeseen issues. The pending threat of
automation take-over could be a dark cloud ready to rain on a booming industry. With a new
wave of skilled broadcast candidates graduating every day, are the old ways out to make way for
cheaper methods to deliver news or are there alternate solutions to be found out there?

Facts:

e QuickBot, Robotoid Reader, Automaton News, NLG (Natural Language Generators) and
other MCG (Machine Generated Content) devices are being used by some agencies to
generate news stories

e Computers can gather and process information faster than humans

e Just about every agency is tied into some form of common database

e Computer programs can speak rather clearly now in multi-language human voices

e Computer purchase cost are much cheaper than human labor cost

e A software program can follow a pre-written algorithm for sports, weather, earthquakes,
etc. to generate simple live story updates without writers or editors

e Corporations in order to save money, typically follow a trend of eliminating the human
factor

e Computer generated stories are usually heartless and cold only delivering just the facts

e Only the well trained and qualified broadcasters will continue to write stories and
provide stimulating entertainment that most societies enjoy

e SkillsUSA does offer Media Arts competitions that help to insure well-rounded training
on many levels needed to participate at a high level in the industry

e The human experience and life interpretation process is still the only real news

e More than ever, students worldwide are studying and taking courses in some form of
Broadcast or News production service

* Your team is tasked with creating a production entry that incorporates the prompt in
some meaningful and creative way. Your interpretation of the prompt and the
production you create is completely up to you. This contest is NOT a live event and will
be conducted ONLINE (virtually) via the SkillsUSA CA website

e Judges will be looking first and foremost at how successful you are at telling a
compelling story with your project. A virtual notebook (per individual contest
guidelines) is required. Neatness and good technical standards are important as well

e Do not interfere with any location employees, people in public places or businesses

e You must obtain written permission to record and include signed authorization inside
the virtual notebook IF your product involves others

e Do not block sidewalks, parking lots, alleys or streets for your project

e Be Safety & Health Conscious (traffic, equipment, heat, fluids, facial coverings, etc.)

Teams may use any
volunteer (unpaid, amateur) actors they wish, including adults. HOWEVER,
Advisors/Teachers will only be allowed to act on camera and not provide any
assistance with the content or creation of the project beyond their on-screen role.
Team members may act in their own production if they wish. Interviews of outside
people for realism are allowed provided the above rules are followed

e For the safety of competitors and the general public, teams may not make use of
moving vehicles in their production. This also includes no dangerous physical stunts that
could cause serious bodily harm. Avoid production equipment that could cause injury

e NO rooftops or swimming pools are to be used as locations

The slate will be no longer than 5 seconds in duration followed by 5 seconds of
Black/Silence. Slates and End Credits are excluded from the total running time. No
schools or real student names can be used during slates, credits or project production

e Please check your final submission to ensure it plays out correctly without any errors
and is in the correct designated format. Re-check your files for proper video and audio
playback after posting to your off site provider

projects are uploaded, a link to the file must be provided to the SkillsUSA CA contest submission
form. Submissions are made 2 weeks prior to judgment dates. Absolutely NO submissions,
updates or changes will be accepted after the contest deadline.

A link to review your project must be provided
to SkillsUSA CA during your submission process.

All file and video submissions are final after the upload is confirmed. No other submissions,
fixes, additions or changes will be allowed. All decisions and submissions by the judges to
SkillsUSA CA will be final. All submissions become the property of SkillsUSA CA.
